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Introduction:
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This installation requires a professional mechanic!

We recommend that you have access to a GM service manual for your vehicle to assist in
the disassembly and reassembly of your vehicle. It contains a wealth of detailed informa-
tion.

Ensure that your work space is of adequate size and the work surface is level. Place the
vehicle in neutral. Place your floor jack under the front cross member and raise vehicle.
Place jack stands under the frame rails behind the front wheel wells and lower the frame
onto the stands. Remove the jack and place the vehicle back in gear, set the emergency
brake, and place blocks both in front and behind the rear wheels.

Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation!
You may save yourself a lot of extra work.

Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete.
Separating parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware
with the brackets before you begin will save installation time.

Check the special equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.
Secure and properly block vehicle prior to beginning installation.
ALWAYS wear safety glasses when using power tools or working under the vehicle!

Use caution when cutting is required under the vehicle. The factory undercoating is flam-
mable. Take appropriate precautions. Have a fire extinguisher close at hand.

Foot pound torque readings are listed on the Torque Specifications chart at the end of the
instructions. These are to be used unless specifically directed otherwise. Apply thread lock
retaining compound where specified.

Please note that while every effort is made to ensure that the installation of your Pro Comp
lift kit is a positive experience, variations in construction and assembly in the vehicle manu-
facturing process will virtually ensure that some parts may seem difficult to install. Addition-
ally, the current trend in manufacturing of vehicles results in a frame that is highly flexible
and may shift slightly on disassembly prior to installation. The use of pry bars and tapered
punches for alignment is considered normal and usually does not indicate a faulty product.
However, if you are uncertain about some aspect of the installation process, please feel
free to call our tech support department at the number listed on the cover page. We do not
recommend that you modify the Pro Comp parts in any way as this will void any warranty
expressed or implied by the Pro Comp Suspension company.

Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete.
Always use new cotter pins (these items are not supplied) when replacing them.
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Position vehicle on a smooth, flat, hard surface (i.e. concrete or asphalt).

. Block rear tires and set parking brake.

3. Reach through hole in valance under the front bumper and place 3/8” hex bolt through hole
in frame rail threads facing down.

NOTE: If your truck is equipped with tow hooks in the frame openings remove bottom

bolt and use that bolt and hole to secure bracket to frame.

4. Bolt brackets to frame using the supplied 3/8” hardware. DO NOT tighten at this time
leave them finger tight.

5. Attach the front of the skid plate to the brackets using the remaining 3/8” bolts and hard-
ware. Again DO NOT tighten at this time leave them finger tight.

6. Raise the rear of the skid plate against the bottom of the front cross member. Starting with
the center hole insert the three stainless steel button head bolts and stainless steel washers.

7. Tighten all skid plate hardware. Torque to 30 ft. Ibs.

8. Re-check and re-torque all hardware after 100 miles.
